Recipient will not copy, reverse engineer, decompile, disassemble, or otherwise attempt to derive source code, designs, models, or underlying ideas from Confidential Information.
7. Exclusions
Confidential Information excludes information that is public without breach, already known without restriction, independently developed, or lawfully received without confidentiality restriction.
8. Required Disclosure
Recipient may disclose Confidential Information if legally required, after giving Disclosing Party prompt notice where permitted.
9. Return or Destruction
Recipient will return or destroy Confidential Information upon request or termination of discussions.
10. Equitable Relief
Unauthorized disclosure may cause irreparable harm, and Disclosing Party may seek injunctive or equitable relief.
