6. Security
Provider will maintain commercially reasonable administrative, technical, and physical safeguards designed to protect Customer Data.
7. Support and Availability
Provider will provide support and availability commitments described in the applicable order form or support policy.
8. Fees and Payment
Customer will pay fees stated in the applicable order form. Fees are non-cancelable and non-refundable except as expressly stated.
9. Warranties
Provider warrants that the service will perform materially in accordance with the documentation. Customer's exclusive remedy is correction or refund of prepaid unused fees.
10. Indemnification
Provider will defend Customer from third-party claims that the service infringes intellectual property rights, subject to standard exclusions.
11. Limitation of Liability
Neither party is liable for indirect damages. Aggregate liability is capped at fees paid or payable in the [12] months before the claim, except for agreed exclusions.
12. Term and Termination
Either party may terminate for uncured material breach. Upon termination, Customer access ends and Customer Data export rights apply for [30] days.
